The simplified
controls eliminate the brainwork of
more cumbersome music synthe-
sizers. Your fingers are free to follow
the flow of your musical imagination.

And it’s so easy to play. The
Yamaha Electone section makes all
music more fun for beginners and
keyboard masters of every age.
Yamaha's ABC Auto Bass/Chord
system, rich Sound-in-Motion
Tremolo, exclusive Tone Lever
System and other features are in-
cluded. And many can be combined
with the Solo Synthesizer section at
the touch of a tab.

Orchestral Versatility

The 11 Electone voices are select-
able by the Tone Levers for Upper
and Lower Manuals plus Pedals. In
addition, the Solo Synthesizer has
no less than 13 realistic preset
orchestral voices plus a synthesizer
sound called “Funny” When the
Solo Synthesizer controls are
introduced, you can modify, trans-
pose and even synthesize entirely
new sounds from the basic voices.

Since with the CSY-1 the Electone
and Solo Svynthesizer are one integral
unit, you can combine their effects
in most modes to extend versatility
and create unique yet easy-to-play
musical dimensions. For instance,
with one hand vou can accompany
the synthesized voices with Electone
chords, something vou cannot expect
when using an ordinary independent
organ with add-on synthesizer unit.
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Tab-select command of a total of 13
preset musical instrument voices (like
muted-trumpet “Trumute” and “Dou-
ble”) plus a special synthesizer sound
“Funny your fingertips. This amaz-
ingly wide selection of realistic musical
instruments is really just the beginning.
Controls introduced below allow you to
alter the preset voices or even synthe-
size new, creative sounds.

In control or preset modes, the Solo
Synthesizer determines not only attack
(the beginning sound of a note) and
sustain (the lingering effect of a note),

but also the way a note reaches and
holds its intended sound. Other tonal
elements such as harmonics, resonance,
vibrato and wah-wah and so on
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a note to sound its full volume and the
time it sustains after a key is released.
The Attack and Sustain controls can
create crisp or lingering effects.

Vibrato

Add a trembling effect to any note.
Some preset tones such as flute, trum-
pet and others already contain a “growl”
or a vibrato effect. With the Speed and
Depth controls for vibrate you can in-
crease or decrease these effects or add
new shape to any other sound.

Attack Bend

The Pitch Bend lever lowers a note
by a semitone the moment it is depres-
sed, allowing the note to rise to full pitch
gradually. The Tone Bend lever changes
the timbre of a note; the note sounds
full of harmonics first, then gradually re-
turns to the basic voice.

Portamento

When you depress one note first and
then another higher or lower note, you
hear all the notes in between, or “tonal
slide.” The continuocusly-adjustable con-
trol determines the time it takes the tone
to slide from one pitch to the next.

Tune

Another single control brings the Solo
Synthesizer section into (or intentional-
ly out of) tune with the Electone section.

The range c-i the Solo Synthesizer
can be lowered by one or raised by one
or two octaves at the touch of a tab. Use
your imagination to create the sounds
of a tuba in the high-frequency ranges,
or play the most resonant, deep-throated
flute you've ever heard.
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Yamaha's unique Touch Control puts
a wide range of tonal command literally
under vour fingertips. With any lever
depressed, touch one of the keys; a light
or normal touch will produce only the
note you want, but a slightly harder pres-
sure on the key will increase the Vibrato,
Wah-Wah or Volume effects of that note.
The Sensitivity control adjusts the key
pressure needed to create these effects.
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By combining the three levers, vou
can easily switch from the Solo Synthe-
sizer only to the Electone only to Sclo
Synthesizer/Electone combined, an ex-
clusive feature of the CSY-1 organ. Just
as easily, you can switch the Solo Synthe-
sizer from the upper manual to the
pedals.
